






Many of you will know Inula; some of you won’t, so I will introduce her to you…. 
 
Having lost the memorable Rowan in 2007, I went looking for a 16h middleweight hunter.  I 
came home with a 14.1 welsh section D from the Durris Stud - Sydenham Inula. Inula had 
been brought up from Wales having recently been backed and although she had been to a 
few shows, was green and inexperienced, but seemed to have the right attitude.   
 
Being a well-bred welshy, there was a certain expectation to do some showing with her, which 
I declined to do – too much preparation and cleanliness for my liking!  We did some riding 
club dressage and attempted our first minimus jumping through 2008 and by the end of that 
summer I thought I would take her along to Ladyleys summer show to keep our youngster 
company. Low and behold Inula won both her classes and qualified for the North East of 
Scotland Showing Championships. 

 
September came and we rallied round 
getting all the gubbins needed for the show 
ring and went along to Fountain Equestrian 
for the championships.  After an exciting in 
hand final (Inula went round the ring without 
me, having taken off!) the top hat went on 
for the ridden final.  We won and then went 
Overall M&M ridden champion – many 
drunken whoops and cheers from the 
audience made our lap of honour very 
memorable.  However I had stupidly agreed 
with a good friend that should I be placed I 
would go to the Royal Highland Show the 
following year.   

 
The beginning of 2009 was stressful.  The preparations that went into getting Inula to RHS 
were endless, probably more so given that I had entered her in the working hunter class (with 
a maximum height of 3’6”!).  Inula’s crew of fans did a splendid job of ensuring we got there 
and survived.  With Muick (Wood) at the helm, she got placed 4th in hand, and I went on to 
survive a boggy ridden class of forty entries and cleared a sizeable working hunter course. 
 
Psychologically though, I did not cope very well with the stress of showing – those who know 
me will agree!  I ended up panicking every time I did a ridden show that I was stressing Inula 
out and wouldn’t ride her in the manner that she needs.  Our results weren’t bad by any 
means, but they weren’t what we had been getting previously and I felt I was letting her down.  
So, for 2010 I thought we should try something different….Eventing! 
 

Always one to jump in at the deep end, I thought I 
should at least try doing some XC training before 
deciding how to play it – so I took Inula to 
Balquholly for a lesson with David Gatherer and 
went on to enter Scotsburn Horse Trials.  Our 
second effort at XC was a hunter pace at 
Dunecht, a nice warm up for our first BE I felt.  
She loved it!  However two days later she was 
lame and that was Scotsburn out the window. 
 
Another training session at Balquholly boosted 
our confidence so we thought Strathallan Horse 
Trials were calling.  We were then incorporated 
into an Ythan team for the mini-area 22 event at 
Burgie.  What a ball that was!  The team spirit 
was fab and the support from all the Ythan 
members there was great.  We did an okay 
dressage, went clear SJ and clear XC – but our 
wee legs didn’t quite make the time…. 
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Continued……… 
Strathallan was getting closer and closer so the Thursday beforehand I took her across to 
Southside for the Ythan club night.  Inula once again loved it and cleared some pretty big 
jumps in the process.  Fabulous warm up for Starthallan, if my legs weren’t quite so sore the 
next day! 
 
My sister and I drove down to Strathallan on the Saturday.  It was a long boring drive, made 
even longer by my inability to find the place (yes, the geographer had not thought to study the 
map beforehand…).  We finally go there and parked up in the large lorry park.  I unloaded 
Inula and Donna went to find out where the stables were – a mile up the road!  So off we 
hiked, settled her in, came back for the box, parked up again and set up camp.  The wind 
made putting up the tent interesting, particularly as we found that we had no pegs…  A 
rummage round the yard for various peg like bits of metal and we were all set. 
 
We walked the course and they were big and solid, but inviting enough – apart from fence 7, 
a huge steeplechase type jump, my nemesis.  I walked it again on the Sunday morning and 
they didn’t appear any smaller – ho hum.  We went off and did our dressage and it was 
possibly the worst dressage test I have done (Rowan examples excepted).  She was wired 
and focussed on everything but doing dressage.  The show jumping was round a nice course 
which Inula cleared in her usual “style” – fast and airy! 
 
The XC was shortly after so just a quick change of boots and off we went.  She flew over the 
practice jump and then we set off.  After a wiggle between the second and third jump and we 
were off in a rhythm, an Inula rhythm, but a rhythm non the less… 
 
As we approached my nemesis fence I had to work hard – on myself!  A wee check to make 
sure she was listening, sit up, leg on.  The commentator said we flew over fence seven, all I 
could think of was that Donna would be happy that I got over it and all would all be fine from 
then on in.  A step up, three strides up to another big steeplechase jump and the rest was 
relatively plain sailing, I even managed to say hello to Sue and her mum as we went through 
the water jump.  
 
My face at the end said it all, cheering and whooping all the way back to the box.  I’m so 
proud of my wee pony, and proud of myself for doing it and managing to remain calm 
throughout.  We went clear with 9.2 time penalties and came 11th in a large section – not bad 
for being on the smallest horse! 
 
British Eventing was a great experience and Strathallan was a really well run event. I would 
highly recommend it to anyone.  Think I might do it again next year……

Rider Safety  by your committee 
 
As you all are no doubt aware, safety precautions are tightening up in every 
aspect of our lives and equestrianism is no exception. There are an increasing 
number of demands being made on riding clubs to keep their members “safe” 
and we wish to draw your attention to these as they are applicable to both 
club nights, open competitions and weekend training. 
 
All the below are with immediate effect: 
 

1. You all know XC that you have to wear back protectors for both 
competition and training. Also, please be aware that all hats must be 
skull caps with no fixed peaks and that they must comply with the 
latest safety standards.  

 
2. With regard to XC again, from now on, all members – whether training 

or competition – MUST wear medical armbands as well with up to 
date contact details. This applies to both club night and weekend XC 
training. 

 
3. XC again – you will be asked, as of now, to sign a disclaimer before 

undertaking XC training – both at club nights and weekend training. 
 

4. SJ – you are strongly recommended to wear back protectors for 
both SJ training and competitions however hot it is!! It is not 
compulsory but note – strongly recommended.  

 
5. SJ – again, you are recommended to wear a medical armband for 

both SJ training and SJ competitions with up to date contact details. 
 

6. Dressage, SJ, XC training – no matter how hot it is (and we are 
praying for an Indian summer!), the wearing of vest tops or 
strappy tops even for flatwork training is a no-go on safety 
grounds. It has to be long sleeved. Sorry! You know we would dearly 
love all members to wear an YRC top for this as this protects your arms 
should you have an impromptu dismount and meets the rules set out in 
our insurance policy.  

 
 
Please bear in mind that all the above are to protect YOUR safety while taking 
part in YRC training and competitions and are to comply with current 
guidelines being set down for Riding Clubs.

Ythan Riding Club Team Show Jumping 
Sunday, September 19th - Fountain Equestrian, Goval 

***Open to both teams and individuals*** 
Rosettes 1st – 6th for teams and individual 

 
A team comprises of four riders with the best three scores carried forward, so 
yes, a team of three can compete and ALL scores would count. As individual 
placings will be given as well, if you don’t wish to compete as part of a team, then 
you can compete as an individual instead. Team members must ALL ride at the 
same level and will be given times one after the other to encourage “team spirit”. 
Teams can be entered from Riding Clubs and Pony Clubs as well as groups of 
friends – as long as adequate insurance cover is in place. 
 
Each competitor will compete in 2 rounds followed by a jump off for all double 
clear rounds to allow us to place individuals. The second round will be a max of 3” 
higher than the first round. Jump off will stay at the height of the second round. 
 
In the event of a team in equal position the 3 fastest times in the second round 
will be totalled and the fastest team will be placed higher 
 
Horses/ponies may compete in two classes with a different rider, if eligible 
 
 
Class 1 Mini junior rider  
1st round max 1ft 6” (45cm). riders may be assisted. This is for first timers only please. 
 
Class 2 Minimus 
1st round max 2ft 3” (70cm). Horse/Rider combination not to have been placed 1st - 3rd in a 
novice competition: never to have competed at Area 22 Novice or above teams 
 
Class 3 Novice   
1st round max 2ft 6” (75cm). Horse/Rider combination not to have been placed 1st - 3rd in a 
intermediate competition: never to have competed at Area 22 intermediate or above teams 
 
Class 4 Intermediate   
1st round max 2ft 9” (85cm). Horse to have no BSJA points; Horse/Rider combination never to 
have competed at Area 22 Open or above teams 
 
Class 5 Open  
1st round max 3ft 3” (1m )  
 
Entry fee:  
£7 for YRC members; £8 for non members. 
 
Cheques payable to: Ythan Riding Club. This fee includes First Aid cover. Entries close 
Friday, May 7. Strictly no late entries.   
Start times will be available online at www.ythanrc.co.uk  
 
Headgear must conform to PAS015, EN1384 or Higher; Body protectors of Beta Level 3 
compulsory for juniors and recommended for Adults No muckers or half chaps allowed.
