Dressage Group Ruling and Points System

Dressage Grouping  Rules 

B Group -  Below 56%   

A Group - Between 56% and 60%  

Premier Group - Above 61%
At your first competition for Ythan RC your first % will determine which group you are in. See above. If you have not been to a YRC competition for the whole year (AGM to AGM) it will be classed as your first competition again and your % will put you in your correct group.
No one moves up or down a group unless their scores are consistently high or consistently low. This will be reviewed at the end of the year after the AGM. 

If you are getting low scores most of the year and only your first test was high you will be moved down a group the following year. Or if you are getting a lot higher % than your first % you will moved up a group.

Example: If you win the B group but your scores have always been lower than 56% then you stay in B, you only get moved out if your over 56% consistently through out the year.
You can win the overall points B group by doing lots but getting low scores and maybe getting say 3rd or 4th every time out but if you have done loads of them then you have more points than the individuals that got placed 1st and 2nd so you wont get moved up coz you aren't getting high scores. This is why we do not move individuals up groups based on the point’s winners
If anyone has a query about their group please write to the points committee member and it will be brought up at the next committee meeting for review.

Dressage Points system

Club nights – Horse/rider combination are split in to there groups and placed 1st =6 points 2nd = 5 points etc per group.

Open Dressage competitions - Points are awarded to YRC Members only and will follow them down the line 1st YRC member gets 6 points (This goes down to the last place if that is the 1st placed member.) 2nd YRC member gets 5 points etc until 1 point. We do not split horse/rider combination in to groups for Open Dressage competition points
