Show Jumping Points System, Restrictions and Rules
Points System

Points awarded to YRC members only 

1st = 6 points, if they are not an YRC member no points are given out. 2nd = 5 points etc.

In the case of equality at YRC year-end fastest, clear, jump offs throughout the year will win.

Horse/Rider combination which have won the points at the AGM for a points class are to move up to the next points class, although may compete again at that level, if eligible, but may not gain points at that level, with the exception of the Open. 

YRC Members may write to the committee if they have a reason to stay in a points class gaining points when they have previously won the points class.
Presentation for the point’s winners will be at the AGM in October 2010
Class Restrictions and Rules
Mini Minimus

Horse/rider combination not to have been placed 1st to 3rd more than 3 times at Minimus level

Minimus

Horse/rider combination not to have been placed 1st to 3rd more than 3 times at Novice level
Novice

Horse/rider combination not to have been placed 1st to 3rd more than 3 times at Intermediate level

Intermediate

Horse/rider combination not to have been placed 1st to 3rd more than 3 times at Open level
Small Open / Open – No Restrictions

Height classes – No Restrictions
Rules

1. The judge’s decision is final.
2. Horses/ponies may compete in more than one point’s class, if eligible, but may only score points in one. The points gained in the higher league will be the points which will count. Any points gained in the lower points class will be forfeited 
3. Horse/pony and rider combinations, which are eligible for a particular points class at the first YRC Jumping competition after the AGM, which they enter, may continue to compete in that level until the end of the current points series (the next AGM).
4. Horse/pony and rider combinations may only enter a maximum of 3 classes

The practice jump is not to be put any higher than 3” above the height of the class that is ongoing
